Anthony Woods

Woods was tried in June 1984 in the city of St. Louis, Missouri, on charges of forcible rape, felonious restraint, and armed criminal action. Joseph Crow, a criminalist with the St. Louis Metropolitan Police Department, testified about the serology evidence.
The serology evidence consisted of a rape kit and the victim’s panties. Crow found semen on both the panties and the vaginal smears. He then went on:


“A. The test indicated that Miss Williams was a Type A secreter, that is, her blood type was Type A and her blood type was found in her other body fluids. They were found in her saliva and in her vaginal secretions. The defendant, Mr. Woods, was a non-secreter, that is, we were unable to determine his A-B-O blood type because it was not found in his other body fluids. We checked his saliva and were unable to find his blood type. Consequently, his seminal fluid was also void of his A-B-O blood type.”

“Q. How did the test that you performed, it did not exclude him from those persons who could have had intercourse with her?”

“A. The only persons who were excluded were persons of Type B blood.  Since we do not know his blood type, he was not excluded.”  (TT 256–57, WOOA-000062.pdf)

Crow then added that only 11 percent could be excluded, i.e. people with Type B or Type AB, and continued:  

“Q. You said that at least eighty-nine percent of the black male population could have had intercourse with Pebbles Williams and you would have still got the same results that you did?”
